President Linda Y. Jackson called the meeting to order. 

Linda Jackson, gave a brief overview of the December 2009 End of Year Budget.  Water did run high in 2009.  She advised that water costs do fluctuate, but Stoneridge POA is back on the MUD’s water meter and this will hopefully provide a savings.  Overall 2009 ended well financially.  At this time there are no big projects set for 2010.

Steve Marcyes, Architectural Committee advised that other than a few roof requests activity in the neighborhood had been limited.

Dan Ernst, Landscape Committee proposed that a line item be added to the 2010 Budget of $110 monthly to cover sign maintenance and issues.  He also advised he will be seeking bids to change the Stoneridge sign lights to LED.  Dan will post on the Stoneridge POA website information regarding the lighting.  A motion was made by Dan Ernst to accept a bid for repairs and maintenance if the cost is under $2000.  The motion was seconded by Tony Yanez.

Dan Ernst also advised the south wall on Cervin had partially collapsed and he will be looking into having this repaired.  Dan provided information concerning the mulching of the entrance flowerbeds.  Currently the cost to have this done is $615.  He advised it is time to rejuvenate the beds possibly using shrubs and rocks- low maintenance and low water usage.  This would be a money savings.  He suggested a committee of at least 3 people be created to research a new flowerbed design.  Linda Jackson will be sending out an email to the neighborhood asking for volunteers.

Dan Ernst, Communication Committee advised the Stoneridge website is receiving 130-160 hits per month.  He finds it is an effective way to get information out to the neighborhood.

Linda Jackson, Social Committee advised the October 2009 National Night Out event held in the Bescott Cul-de-sac was a great success.  Suggestions are always welcome for neighborhood activities.  Possible plans for the future could include a neighborhood garage sale if there is enough interest.

Sgt. Kevin Ward, Crime Watch Committee was unable to attend tonight’s meeting.  Linda Jackson reminded all neighbors to be mindful of the people in our neighborhood, to keep doors locked and garage doors down.

Open Discussion

Topics included street parking and overflow driveway parking.  The Bishop Company will be sending out notices to neighbors who are blocking the public street with cars that are significantly hanging over their driveways.  A suggestion was made, for safety purposes, that the curbs near stop signs be painted 15 feet from the stop sign to prevent parking.  Parking extremely close to stop signs is occurring and this can block the view of the signs.  Linda Jackson will be researching other avenues and possibly may go through the county.  Work trucks, ladders etc. parked on the street and driveways were also discussed.  Notices to neighbors violating deed restrictions will be sent by the Bishop Company.

Bi-Laws were discussed; noting, some may need to be changed due to technological advancements.  More to come on this subject.

Linda Jackson will contact Sandra Bishop regarding HOA dues stubs.  Stubs need to be sent out to neighbors for 2010 dues.

The next HOA meeting will be held on Tuesday May 4, 2010- 6:30pm at the Library.  This will be the 2010 Annual Meeting.  Officers are elected at the annual meeting.

President Linda Jackson made a motion to adjourn the meeting and this was seconded by Steve Marcyes.
