Meeting Minutes

President Linda Y. Jackson called the meeting to order.

Two bids for lighting the entryways were presented by Dan Ernst.  Bids included lighting the word “Stoneridge” and an option without replacing the “WB” medallion.  The verbal medallion bid was an estimated $400-$600 each.  Reviewed the option to remove the “WB” and fill in the rock.

Clayton Degroot  is the current vendor for the wall limestone replacement.  Also received a bid by Frolick Masonry. Degroot expressed that the stone is 12 inches shorter than desired. Members discussed concerns and options.  Motion by Ernst second by Lauren Cawlfield to secure Clayton Degroot for the rock design.

Discussion moved to the “Stoneridge” lighting for the Ploverville entryway and the estimated $3,000 to illuminate with a more permanent lighting product as a solution.  Motion by Ernst second by Cawlfield to complete the reconstruction work on the word “Stoneridge” at the Ploverville entrance. Lewis Sign was authorized to complete the LED lighting project for an estimated $4,703.

The Landscaping Committee submitted their recommendations for the entry beds.  Will wait until spring to install.  Estimated $500 for plants.
SKDLA Landscaping will receive their final payment for the Wells Port and entryway plans and designs.
