Wells Branch Library

President Linda Y. Jackson called the meeting to order. 

The minutes for the May 5, 2009 were reviewed and approved after a motion by Tony Yanez and second by Dan Ernst.

Crimewatch Coordinator, Sgt. Kevin Ward gave a brief account of a disturbance that occurred on Saturday August 1, 2009. He had received several calls and emails concerning a party held at the library's rental room. The complaints noted many teenagers spilling out into the parking lot, number of attendees exceeded the 130 room capacity level and loud noises. Also, neighbors felt threatened as the teenagers spread out of the parking lot and into the neighborhood and Alpha Collier the Sheriff's department was called and the party was ended. Kevin reminded all neighbors to keep their eyes open and to call 911 if they see something that requires urgent attention.

Regarding the library's rental room, Linda Jackson advised the library board had made some changes to their rental policy and more work is probably still to come: 

$50 cash deposit now required to rent the room. 

Meeting rooms available Sunday through Thursday 7am to 11pm and Friday and Saturday 7am to 12 am. 

Renters must leave the door to the room closed. 

What type of recourse does the neighborhood have was discussed at this time. Linda Jackson advised she would draft a letter to the library and its board expressing, again, our concerns. Trying to involve the Wells Branch MUD was also suggested. It was noted that a seat on the library's board is now open and perhaps someone from our HOA could apply.

Sandra Bishop, property manager, was not in attendance. Linda Jackson provided an update on the financial report. Through the end of May 2009 our financials are running normal. Linda did note that current bad debt is coming from some residents not paying their monthly HOA dues. A lien can be put on a home if the dues cannot be collected.

Steve Marcyes, Architectural Committee was not in attendance. Linda Jackson made note that new roofs are being completed on neighborhood homes and new fences are also popping up. She reminded all neighbors to contact the Architectural Committee if their planned property modifications differ from our current deed restrictions. Linda also mentioned that business roofing signs must be removed from our properties no later than 3-4 weeks upon job completion. Some homeowners have been sent notices to remove sign from their property.

Dan Ernst, Landscaping Committee gave an update on the entry area's lawn. He advised that although it looked brown the grass was alive. He indicated that the HOA might look into hiring a professional irrigation person to add a few stations to the common area. Dan made a motion to entertain bids to potentially upgrade our irrigation system. Information regarding this will be brought to the next HOA meeting in October. Motion was carried. 

Dan also mentioned the idea of adding a water feature to the entryway. This will be discussed further if and when the irrigation system is upgraded. Dan will be posting the HOA process for collecting bids on the Stoneridge POA website.

Dan Ernst, Communications Committee advised that communication regarding the website has been positive. He advises the website averages 180-220 hits per month. He noted that there are more hits when the Crimewatch sign is out. We currently pay $95.40 per month for the website service. Dan also reminded attendees that he can post neighborhood classifieds on the website at no charge. Call him and provide the can be viewed on this website.

All attendees were asked to provide their email addresses if they would like to be part of the email outlook group. Linda Jackson sends 1 to 2 emails monthly concerning HOA business.

Neighborhood Home Businesses were discussed. This mainly involved the “Gambling House” on Parralena Lane. We retained our attorney, Gary Calabrese, to see if this activity could be stopped due to deed restriction violations. During this time county law enforcement and the County Attorney's office were also investigating the matter. At the end of July 2009 a SWAT team and 20 deputies made arrests. The renters of the “Gambling House” are be prosecuted for running an illegal business. Sarah Eckhardt, Precinct 2 County Commissioner helped tremendously with this endeavor and a thank you note will be sent to her. It was noted that the gambling issue is not just a Wells Branch matter but, a citywide problem. Stoneridge covenants do support filing proceedings against nuisance businesses. The HOA can go to court to enforce the restriction.

Kathy Gossett, representing Greenswitch provided handouts regarding an energy management system. She advised as little as 1 Greenswitch outlet could combat vampire energy usage. The proposal that Greenswitch offered to Stoneridge neighbors is a $35 contribution to the Stoneridge HOA for every home that purchases their equipment. In return Greenswitch can put a link to their business on our website and among other small things put a sign in the owner’s yard for 30 days upon purchase. Attendees of the meeting determined that the HOA would need to further discuss this matter. Dan Ernst will post the Greenswitch handout on our website and a link to the business. An email or website vote will be forthcoming.

The meeting was then opened to owners for discussion. Topics included lawn maintenance, fence issues, and home security- placing cameras around property for protection (this is allowed). Roof color restriction was also discussed. Homeowners cannot go outside of the norm. If an owner has any questions please contact Steve Marcyes. It was noted that metal roofs are not permitted. A suggestion was made that a small Halloween fair be held in the Bescott Drive cul-de-sac possibly the Sunday before Halloween. Linda Jackson will be sending out an email asking for volunteers.

The next HOA meeting will be held on Tuesday October 6, 2009. This coincides with National Night Out. We will hold an outdoor meeting in the cul-de-sac of Bescott Drive- closest to the library. This will be a fun and informal meeting. Hot dogs and non-alcoholic beverages will be served.

At this time, President Linda Jackson made a motion to adjourn the meeting and was seconded by Tony Yanez.
